Winter Schooling Shows
Welcome to Haverhill Farms Winter Schooling shows.  These shows are open to all riders, including professionals in certain classes.  The shows start at 9:00AM with the Walk/Trot division and the cost per class is $15.00.  Entries must be completed and include payment in full prior to the show date.  All entries MUST be received by the office no later then the Thursday prior to the show date.  If you turn in a late entry fee there will be a $10.00 late fee accessed, NO ENTRIES WILL BE TURNED AWAY!  Please see the office for further details or ask your instructor what class or division you will show in.  

If a stall is required for our outside exhibitors, the fee is $25.00 for the night, no fee for the day of if you trailer in.  

All riders accumulate points in each division and will be awarded at the banquet which will be held in March, 2011, location and details will follow… so be sure to attend as many shows as can, and GOOD LUCK! High Point award will be based on ONE HORSE and RIDER COMBINATION.
Concessions will be provided throughout the day of the horse show and don’t forget to stop by Haverhill Farms tack store for those wonderful gift ideas.

CLASSES

1.  Warm-Up:  Open to all riders, including professionals.  Fence heights will vary from 2’6” to crossrails and pole piles, based on the riders division and will run prior to each fence height divisions.
2.  Beginner Walk/Trot:  Open to Beginner Walk/Trot riders ONLY.  If you have ever cantered, you may not enter this class. Once you canter, you are no longer eligible to compete in the Intermediate walk/trot or Beginner walk/trot classes.
3.  .  Intermediate Walk/Trot:  Open to riders in Pre-Canter or Beginner Walk/Trot at the time of the first show.  Riders will not be judged on their diagonals. May cross enter into Advanced Walk/Trot or Beginner Walk/Trot, but not both. Once you canter, you will not be eligible to compete in the Beginner walk/trot or Intermediate walk/trot division.

4.  Advanced Walk/Trot:  Open to riders in Pre-Canter or Beginner Walk/Trot/Canter at the time of the first show.  Riders will be judged on their diagonals. Riders may cross enter into Beginner WTC or Intermediate Walk/Trot ONLY, but not both.

5.  Beginner Walk/Trot/Canter:  Open to riders in WTC or Pre-Canter at the time of the first show.  Riders will be judged on their diagonals, however, leads will not be judged. May only cross enter into Intermediate WTC or Advanced Walk/Trot ONLY, but not both.
6.  Intermediate Walk/Trot/Canter:  Open to riders in WTC or Pre-Canter at the time of the first show.  Riders will be judged on their diagonals, and leads will be considered. May only cross enter into Advanced WTC or Beginner WTC ONLY, but not both.
7.  Advanced Walk/Trot/Canter:  Open to riders in Pre-Jump, WTC at the time of the first show.  Riders will be judged on the diagonals and leads. Riders may cross enter into the Pole Pile division or Intermediate WTC ONLY, but not both.
8.  Pole Pile Hunter:  Open to non professional riders of any age, course will consist of 4 pole piles, once around.  Riders may cross enter into the Advanced WTC or the crosspole division, but not both.
9.  Pole Pile Equitation:  Course to consist of 4 pole piles once around.

10.  Pole Pile Equitation on the Flat
11.   Crossrail Hunter:  Open to riders in their first year of jumping.  Riders will go twice around the outside.  Riders may cross enter into the Pole pile division or Beginner division, but not both.  NOT ELIGIBLE FOR WTC division. 

Fence height: Crossrails.
12.  Crossrail Equitation O/F:   Fence height: Crossrails

13.  Crossrail Equitation on the Flat

14.  Mini-Medal:  Open to any rider who has not shown at the 2’3 or above at any MHJA or USEF recognized show.  Class designed to assist riders to a more technical course. Top 4 riders to be called back in random order to test.

Fence height: 2’, NO In and Outs, may have a bending line or roll back.  

(WILL RUN AFTER CLASS #17)
15.  Beginner Hunter O/F:  Open to any rider who has not shown at the 2’3 or above at any MHJA or USEF recognized show.  Riders may cross enter into the Crosspole division or Green Bean/Old Bone division, but not both.  Fence height: 2’

16.  Beginner Equitation O/F:  Fence height 2’

17.  Beginner Equitation on the Flat

18.  Green Bean/Old Bones Special Hunter O/F:  Open to all rider/horse combination, who are in their first year of showing together over fences at any height at any horse show, or any rider who has celebrated their 30th birthday.  Not open to professionals.  Riders may cross enter into the Beginner division or Novice division, but not both.   Fence height 2’0”
19.  Green Bean/Old Bone Equitation O/F:  Fence height 2’

20.  Green Bean/Old Bone Equitation on the Flat
21.  Novice Hunter O/F:  Open to any rider who has not shown at 2’6 or above at any MHJA or USEF recognized show.  Riders may cross enter into the Green Bean/Old Bone division or Open Intermediate division, but not both .  Fence height:  2’3

22.  Novice Equitation O/F: Fence height:  2’3

23.  Novice Equitation on the Flat
24.  Novice Medal:  Open to any rider who has not shown at the 2’6 or above at any MHJA or USEF recognized show.  Top 4 riders to be called in random order to test.

Fence height 2’3, NO In and Outs
25.  Open/Intermediate Hunter:  Open to all riders, except professionals.  Riders may cross enter into the Novice Hunter division.  Fence height:  2’6

26.  Open/Intermediate Equitation O/F:  Fence height: 2’6

27.  Open/Intermediate Equitation on the Flat

28.  Open/Intermediate Medal:  Open to all riders, except professionals.  Riders may not compete in the Novice Medal if competing in Open/Intermediate Medal.  Top 4 riders to be called back in random order to test.  Fence height:  2’6

29.  Open Jumper:  Open to all riders, including professionals.  Fence height:  2’6

30.  Baby Green Hunter O/F:  Open to horses in their first year of showing over fences of any height at any horse show.  Open to all riders, including professionals.

Fence Height:  2’3

31.  Baby Green Hunter U/S

50.  HALLOWEEN COSTUME CLASS:  This class will only be offered at the October 23rd show.  Riders will create Halloween costumes for themselves and the horses (if wanted to) and be judged on the most creative costume, so start thinking of the perfect costume!
